To ensure the safety of those working under and
A around the machine, apply parking brake, remove
key from ignition, and block tires before working on

the machine.

Pre-Installation

1. Remove weights and weight bracket from front of tractor if necessary.
2. Install rear plate mount with 2 - 1-1/2" x 3-1/2” bolts and 2 - 1-1/2" nuts (A).

Installation

3. Center undercarriage under tractor.

Caution: When lifting undercarriage, watch for
potential pinching of hoses or other components to
prevent any damage.

4. Raise undercarriage and attach front of undercarrige to tractor
with 12 - 20mm x 70mm bolts and 12 - 3/4” flat washers (B).

5. Attach side of undercarriage to tractor with 8 - 20mm x 50mm
bolts and 8 - 3/4” x 3/8” thick heavy washers (C).



6. Attach rear of undercarriage to rear mount plate from

Step # 2 with 4 - 3/4” x 2-1/2” carriage bolts, 4 - 3/4” flat washers
and 4 - 3/4” nuts (D).

7. Torque rear 1-1/2” bolts (A) to 3,200 ft-Ibs.

8. Torque front 20mm bolts (B) to 432 ft-Ibs.

9. Torque side 20mm bolts (C) to 432 fi-Ibs.

10. Torque rear 3/4” bolts (D) to 257 ft-Ibs.

11. Route hoses down undercarriage and through hose loops on
undercarriage to back of tractor.
12. Remove 4 bolts where hose channel will be installed.

13. Raise hose channel in place with hoses inside channel and
attach with 4 - 12mm x 40mm bolts and 4 - 3/8” fender washers
(E). Torque 12mm bolts to 105 ft-Ibs.

14. Use zip ties in holes in hose channel to secure hoses to
hose channel.

15. Protect hoses around sharp corners and moving objects.
Use zip ties to secure hoses in place.

16. Plug hoses into open SCV'’s at rear or tractor.

Maintenance

1. After first 8 hours of use, re-torque all bolts.

2. Check all fasteners regularly to ensure proper operation of equipment.

3. Inspect all equipment for existing or potential damages every 10 hours or less.
